PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS

This cart requires the physical effort of an
operator to make it work. Minimal requirements for
safe operation are:

@ Ability to grasp firmly with both hands.
® Sufficient strength to lift, push, and pull.
® Good balance and muscular coordination.

® Ability and reflexes to recognize and avoid
hazardous obstacles.

Each operator's capabilities must be considered
when determining how big a load can be safely
handled.

A heavy load or soft suspension may lower the
vehicle floor height, resulting in the operator
having to raise the cart higher for clearance to
fold and unfold the legs.

Air shocks or heavy duty suspension will help
maintain the proper floor height, allowing the
operator to hold the cart at a lower, more com-
fortable angle with still enough clearance for the
cart legs to unfold.

Return to the rear of the cart, grasp main frame,
then lift/push until rear wheels are across. Then
continue rolling forward.

Never alter the cart, or modify operating techniques
from those described in this manual.

A ROLLING INTO THE VEHICLE

| ” @ Approaching as squarely as possible, roll the cart

forward until both loading wheels are on the
vehicle floor and the undercarriage contacts the
bumper.

DOOR SILL

High obstacles such as curbings or steps should be
recognized as potentially hazardous to cart balance.
Common sense is particularly important in such
circumstances. The operator is in the best posi-
tion to judge, in view of physical capabilities and
other factors, whether to attempt such a crossing
or seek an alternate route.

VEHICLE CONSIDERATIONS

area, and reasonably level floor. When first roll-

ing cart in and out, be alert for any vehicle feature

that might interfere . . . bumper guards, sill or

gap between bumper and floor, loose carpet, etc.
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ROLLING INTO THE VEHICLE (CONT'D.)

Move undercarriage safety lock rearward to its
disengaged position. Lock engages automatically
when undercarriage unfolds, and is disengaged
manually just prior to rolling into the vehicle.

With palms upward, grasp the corners of the cart
main frame and lift until all four transport wheels
are off of the ground. Now, with fingers of right
hand, squeeze and hold the front leg control lever,
then push the cart forward. The front legs will
fold as the cart rolls into the vehicle.

When the rear legs contact the bumper, squeeze and

hold the rear leg control lever, then continue
pushing the cart forward. The rear legs will fold
as the cart rolls into the vehicle.

Continue lifting/pushing forward until the cart is
completely inside the vehicle and engaged in an
approved fastener.
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ROLLING OUT OF THE VEHICLE

Disengage the cart from the fastener. Then with
palms of hands upward, grasp corners of main frame.
Do not squeeze the control levers (they are not

used in this procedure). £

Lift/pull the cart from the vehicle. Weight

should be supported between the operator and the

cart loading wheels until the legs swing all the way
down and lock in position.

Reduce lift until the transport wheels contact the
ground. Relax grasp and pull cart clear of vehicle
ONLY WHEN OPERATOR IS SATISFIED THE CART
LEGS ARE COMPLETELY UNFOLDED AND LOCKED.

ACCESSORY ITEMS

Approved accessory items recommended for use with
this cart include the following:

MODEL 579 FASTENER: Mounting plate attaches to

vehicle floor. Fastener closes around loading wheel

axle to prevent front/rear cart movement when stop-
ping and starting.

MODEL 578 SAFETY STOP: Secures Model 290 cart the
correct distance from the rear of the vehicle when

the tailgate is closed. Mounts on floorplate with

a thumbscrew for easy installation and removal.

POST CUP: Attaches to cart platform.

INSPECTION & MAINTENANCE

One of the most important aspects of any mainte-
nance program is regular inspection. Such inspec-
tion should include looking for anything that

might affect the integrity of the cart . . .

broken or bent parts, missing fasteners, etc.
Inspect at least once a month, more frequently if
it is subjected to unusual stress or heavy use.

If at any time the cart does not operate properly,
TAKE IT OUT OF SERVICE until adjustment,
repair, or replacement can be made.

Minor repairs, or installation of those parts
listed in the "Replacement Parts" section of this
manual, can be done in the field without
difficulty. Major (factory) repairs should be
considered only if justifiable in view of product
age, repair and shipping cost, etc.

Exposed metal parts are normally polished, plated or
otherwise treated for easy care and attractive appear-
ance. To protect these surfaces, clean with soapy
water or mild solvent twice a year or as often as
needed. Cleaning should be followed with a coat of
good hard wax such as used on automobiles or furni-
ture. Carpeted platforms should be cleaned with a
vacuum or one of the commercial products available
for that purpose.



All points where metal contacts metal and where
there is movement (except springs) have been
lubricated during assembly. Under some conditions,
it will be necessary to periodically add lubricant.
First, clean caked dirt or grime from area to be

lubricated . . . then apply an appropriate amount
Yof light oil or water-proof grease . . . then

cycle mechanism several times to spread and work
lubricant into place. Wipe off any excess.

CUSTOMER SERVICE

The serial number is stamped on a plate attached
to the cart. It should be recorded with other
pertinent information in the space provided on the
front cover of this manual.

If it becomes necessary to order a replacement
part, a reference to both model number and serial
number will help us supply the proper parts.
